
Claremore Day Trip

Arrive to a welcome reception at J.M. Davis Arms and Historical Museum.  It is the world’s largest privately owned gun collection with over 50,000 
artifacts including steins, statuaries, World War I posters, and SO much more.  You can see where the grand collection began in the lobby of the 
Mason Hotel.  Your group will definitely want a picture next the Tank outside (Allow 1 Hour) 

Next, depart for a guided tour of the Will Rogers Memorial Museum.  Will Rogers, Oklahoma’s favorite son called Claremore home.  The museum 
hosts 12 galleries of artifacts, memorabilia, Will’s saddle collection, photographs and manuscrips depicting a career as a trick roper, Vaudeville & 
Ziegfeld Follies performer, movie star, radio commentator, syndicated newspaper columnist, and humorist.  The museum is as diverse as Will with 
a wide variety of special events and exhibits all year long (Allow 2 Hours)

Bring your appetite for the next stop, Hammett House, home of  pamper-fried chicken and the mile-high pie.  

After lunch, head to the Claremore Museum of History.  It is the newest addition to Claremore’s growing Museum Coalition.  It showcases          
Claremore’s unique history, from radium baths  to playwright, Lynn Riggs.  Enjoy artifacts from the musical Oklahoma! Including the original 
“surrey with the fringe on top”.  Also featured is memorabilia from astronaut Stuart Roosa and “the Singin’ Rage” Miss Patti Page (allow 1 hour) 

Enjoy a traditional Oklahoma BBQ dinner...only in the ambiance of a barn!  Will Rogers Birthplace Ranch will transport you back as you take a 
self-guided tour.  You can stroll through the house Will grew up in and take the breathtaking view over Oologah Lake.  While you are dining,  you 
can watch one of Will’s most famous movies, “Ropin’ Fool”, you might even get a surprise visit from our modern day Will! (Allow 1.5 Hours)
